Restoration of Israel: God intervenes on Israel’s Behalf 
 
Day 1 Gog and Magog 
 

1. Please start your study with at least 10 minutes of concentrated prayer for God to 
really open up chapters 38 and 39 for you personally.  

2. Now, just read Ezekiel 38-39. 
3. Now, after you have read Ezekiel 38-39, go back and read it word for word.  Slow 

your reading down enough so that you are picking up the details as you go. Be on 
the alert for key words that we have already identified in other weeks of study. 
However, do not mark them at this time. 

4. Now, after you have read through Ezekiel 38-39, slowly and with discernment, go 
back and reread chapters 38-39. These chapters are written for a future time (to 
Ezekiel) when a Russian dictator allies himself and his nation with Iran and a 
number of other Middle Eastern nations to collectively war against Israel to 
exterminate her. Just when all hope for Israel’s safety and preservation appears to 
be gone, the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob (Israel), supernaturally intervenes, 
saves Israel, and destroys all of Israel’s enemies who come against her. After 
reading these two chapters through this time, did you discern anything new?

What will happen after many days according to 38:8? 
 
 
What will happen in the latter years according to 38:8? 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Contrast and compare what the land of Israel was like before God’s people returned to it 
and what it will become after they do return to it? See 38:8-13. 
 
 
 
 
 
Dedan mentioned in 38:13 was one of three key cities in Arabia or Saudi Arabia as we 
know it today. Dedan was the grandson of Cush who was a son of Ham. The Arabians are 
the descendants of the sons of Ishmael (the modern-day Arabs). The Israelites are the 
descendants of the sons of Isaac (the Jews). They both have been in contention with each 
other throughout all of Arab/Jewish history and they are still hostile towards one another 
today. Ishmael’s mother, Hagar, was the servant of Isaac’s mother, Sarah, Abraham’s 
legitimate wife. Abraham, was the father of both boys.1 
 
Where is Sheba? See 38:13. Do you remember the queen of Sheba who came to see 
Israel’s king Solomon? What is the modern-day country from which she came? 
 
 
 
Where is Tarshish? Paul in the New Testament was called Paul of Tarshish? See 38:13. 
 
Why are these three nations mentioned here in asking Gog of the land of Magog the 
questions: 1) “Have you come to capture spoil?” 2) “Have you assembled your company 
to seize plunder, to carry away silver and gold, to take away cattle and goods, to capture 
great spoil?”

What does God call Israel according to 38:12? Is Israel the epicenter of the world 
according to the rest of the world? Or, is this just the way God sees Israel? How do you 
think the world will see Israel after God supernaturally protects them in this battle and all 
those who have come against her are dead? How do you think those Israelites who will 
not be currently living in Israel (in that day) will see Israel once this has all come to pass?

How will Gog and his buddies come to Israel according to 38:14-15? From what 
direction will they come?

Who is calling the shots in Ezekiel 39:1-6? Who is turning Gog around, driving him on, 
taking him up from the remotest part of the north, and bringing him against the mountains 
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of Israel? Don’t you find this disturbing that God would do this? Where’s the free will of 
Man in all of this? 
 
 
If you have a KJV copy of the Bible, look up Ezekiel 39:2; how does this version differ 
in translation from the NAS?  How many of the ones He turns back will be left according 
to the KJV? 
 
 
 
“And I will turn thee back, and leave but the sixth part of thee, and will cause thee to 
come up from the north parts, and will bring thee upon the mountains of Israel.” Ezek. 
39:2 KJV. 
 
 
What will God do to the land of Magog and to those who inhabit the coastlands in safety 
according to 38:5? What nation represents the land of Magog from your study of chapter 
38? And again, what will God do to this nation, those who are not with Gog, but who stay 
in the land of Magog during the battle? 
 
 
 
 
In 39:5, God says that Gog and his buddies will fall on the open field? What is the name 
of this field? This will require some thinking on your part into past studies. Massive Hint: 
It is a field in the land of Israel where many, many battles have been fought and where, 
also, much blood has been spilt. Did you know that beneath this field, today, lies a huge 
reservoir of oil? 
 
 
 
 
In this battle, will God completely do away with Gog and his buddies? Or will some 
remain alive to fight another day? See 29:4. 
 
 
 
 
Where will Gog and his buddies be buried according to 39:11-16? Is this the same 
field/valley as in the above question? 
 
 
 
 
How long will it take Israel to bury all the bodies? See 39:12. 
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Please read 1 Kings 8:41-43. In this passage of Scripture, Solomon is praying for the 
foreigner. Why would a foreigner come to God’s city (Jerusalem)? Will all the other 
nations hear of God’s great name? What does Solomon pray for the praying foreigner in 
1Kings 8:43? 
 
Were the devout Jews ever allowed to say God’s Name? Why? Or, why not? See Exodus 
20:7. 
 
 
What is in a name? 
 
 
How important was God’s Name in the past? How important is God’s Name in the 
present? See John 1:12, Isaiah 50:10, 1 John 3:23, 5:13. He who calls upon the Name of 
the Lord shall be saved! See Joel 2:32 and Romans 10:13. 
 
 
 
How do you think God views Man’s use of His Holy Name? See 39:7. 
 
 
According to 39:9-10, the weapons Gog and his buddies will be using against Israel 
include a list of burnable objects, such as, shields, bucklers, bows, arrows, war clubs, 
spears. Bucklers are a type of defensive armor. Do you think these weapon terms are 
literal or do they represent something else? These don’t appear to be the cosmopolitan 
weapons of our day? 
 
 
How many years will Israel have fuel to burn as a result of all of these weapons? 
 
 
What did the surrounding nations (Sheba, Dedan, and the merchants of Tarshish) ask the 
on-the-move, and would-be aggressor Gog and his buddies? See 38:13. And who ends up 
getting the spoil and plunder? Could the spoils of war, in this case, include the fuel oil? 
 
 
 
If you have notes in your Bible margins, what does the valley name of “Hamon-gog,” 
mean? What does the name of the city of “Hamonah” mean? 
 
 
Why did God have Ezekiel tell the birds of the air and the beasts of the fields to assemble 
themselves? See 39:17-20. 
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Why would the nations of the world, after seeing God’s judgment on Gog and his buddies 
in chapter 39, “know that the house of Israel went into exile for their iniquity?” Why is 
this statement made at this point in the text of Ezekiel? Massive Hint: remember what’s 
in a name and the Jews were always claiming that God was an unjust God. 
 
 
List the blessings to Israel that will come as a result of God’s sovereignty written down 
for you in Ezekiel 39:25-29.

Day 5 - Personal reflection: 
 
These questions are as much for me as they are for you.  
 
 
Some of the questions I asked you last week regarding God’s Name are probably more 
appropriate to the personal reflection regarding chapters 38-39 than chapters 36-37. Some 
of these questions are reprinted for you here to think about now that you’ve been through 
more Scripture regarding the seriousness of God’s Name. 
 
 
How do you use God’s holy name? 
 
 
How do you vindicate God’s holy name? 
 
 
What are some ways that we blaspheme God’s name in our world, today? 
 
 
How do we, as Christians, use His Name improperly?  
 
 
Will God hold us accountable for the way we use His Name? Will God hold those who 
are not His accountable for the way they use His Name? How serious is this? 
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Do you ever think God is not just in His judgment? I do. This is one of those really big 
struggles that I have in my relationship with Him. I wonder how He could be fair when 
He preordained or set aside Gog, for example, and will cause Gog and his troops to come 
against Israel only to be completely wiped out.  In Joel Rosenberg’s fictional novel, Dead 
Heat, this conversation went on between John Bennet, the main character of the book 
series, and the newly sworn-in President of the United States and the leader of the free 
world. 
 
“Luck is random,” Bennett explained. “But God isn’t random. He has a plan.” 
“You think America getting attacked by nuclear bombs is God’s plan?” 
“No sir, that’s not what I meant.” 
“Then, forgive me, but what did you mean?” 
“Men make evil plans, not God,” Bennett replied. “but the Bible says what man plans for 
evil, God can turn for good.” 
“So, God knew this was all going to happen?” 
“Yes, sir.” 
“Why didn’t He stop it?” 
“I don’t know, sir.”’ 
“He could have.”’ 
“Yes, He could have.” 
“But He didn’t.” 
“I can’t explain it all, Mr. President. All I know for certain is that in your case, He has 
chosen to keep you safe and to make you the next leader of the free world. That’s not 
luck, sir. That’s not random. That’s the grace of God. That’s His supernatural hand on 
you, guiding you, positioning you just where He wants you. …”2 
 
This helps me a bit. How about you? 
 
 
Whose earth is it? Whose universe, is it? Who is the Creator? Are you in step with Him? 
 
 
What is our proper position to be before God? 
 
 
Did God give any commandments to the Jews against atheism? If so, what are they? Did 
He give any commandments against polytheism? If so, what are they? 
 
 
 
In our reading of Ezekiel 38, we concluded that Russia is Rosh. Is the government of 
Russia today, atheistic or polytheistic? What about our own government? We were 
originally set up as Monotheistic. Do you think anything has changed in our government

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since our forefathers set up the original documents? If our government no longer 
acknowledges God (Jehovah), then what makes the US today different than the Russians? 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Why do you endure studying this particular prophecy in Ezekiel 38-39? Why do you find 
it important to know the details laid out for us here? 
 
 
 
How do you measure truth? How do you discern whether someone or some entity (like 
the news) is telling you the truth or not? What pair of glasses do you wear to focus on the 
words of others? Do you have any “template of truth” to lie alongside their words? 
 
 
 
 
Do you believe the will of God will prevail within this nation? Do you believe the will of 
God will prevail in your own life? So, why do you pray if all of it is already rigged?

Chapter Theme ________________________________________________________________ 

39:1  “And you, son of man, prophesy against Gog, and say, Thus says the Lord GOD,” Behold, I 

am against you, O Gog, prince of Rosh, Meshech, and Tubal;   

39:2 and I shall turn you around, drive you on, take you up from the remotest parts of the north, 

and bring you against the mountains of Israel.  

39:3  “And I shall strike your bow from your left hand, and dash down your arrows from your 

right hand.   

39:4  “You shall fall on the mountains of Israel, you and all your troops, and the peoples who are 

with you; I shall give you as food to every kind of predatory bird and beast of the field.   
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39:5  “You will fall on the open field; for it is I who have spoken,” declares the Lord GOD.   

39:6  “And I shall send fire upon Magog and those who inhabit the coastlands in safety; and they 

will know that I am the LORD.  

39:7  “And My holy name I shall make known in the midst of My people Israel; and I shall not let 

My holy name be profaned anymore. And the nations will know that I am the LORD, the Holy 

One in Israel.   

39:8  “Behold, it is coming and it shall be done,” declares the Lord GOD.  “That is the day of 

which I have spoken.  

39:9  “Then those who inhabit the cities of Israel will go out, and make fires with the weapons 

and burn them, both shields and bucklers, bows and arrows, war clubs and spears and for seven 

years they will make fires of them.   

39:10  “And they will not take wood from the field or gather firewood from the forests, for they 

will make fires with the weapons; and they will take the spoil of those who despoiled them, and 

seize the plunder of those who plundered them,” declares the Lord GOD.  

39:11  “And it will come about on that day that I shall give Gog a burial ground there in Israel, 

the valley of those who pass by east of the sea, and it will block off the passers-by. So they will 

bury Gog there with all his multitude, and they will call it the valley of Hamon-gog.   

39:12  “For seven months the house of Israel will be burying them in order to cleanse the land. 

39:13  “Even all the people of the land will bury them; and it will be to their renown on the day 

that I glorify Myself,” declares the Lord GOD.   

39:14  “And they will set apart men who will constantly pass through the land, burying those who 

were passing through, even those left on the surface of the ground, in order to cleanse it. At the 

end of seven months they will make a search.   

39:15  “And as those who pass through the land pass through and anyone sees a man’s bone, then 

he will set up a marker by it until the buriers have buried it in the valley of Hamon-gog.   

39:16  “And even the name of the city will be Hamonah. So they will cleanse the land.”  

39:17  “And as for you, son of man, thus says the Lord GOD,  ‘Speak to every kind of bird and to 

every beast of the field,” Assemble and come, gather from every side to My sacrifice which I am 

going to sacrifice for you, as a great sacrifice on the mountains of Israel, that you may eat flesh 

and drink blood.   

39:18  “You shall eat the flesh of mighty men, and drink the blood of the princes of the earth, as 

though they were rams, lambs, goats, and bulls, all of them fatlings of Bashan.   

39:19  “So you will eat fat until you are glutted, and drink blood until you are drunk, from My 

sacrifice which I have sacrificed for you.   
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39:20  “And you will be glutted at My table with horses and charioteers, with mighty men and all 

the men of war,” declares the Lord GOD.  

39:21  “And I shall set My glory among the nations; and all the nations will see My judgment 

which I have executed, and My hand which I have laid on them.   

39:22  “And the house of Israel will know that I am the LORD their God from that day onward. 

39:23  “And the nations will know that the house of Israel went into exile for their iniquity 

because they acted treacherously against Me, and I hid My face from them; so I gave them into 

the hand of their adversaries, and all of them fell by the sword.
